This year we are celebrating as the YEAR OF SERVICE, motto for the year is 

taken from the book of St Mathew 10:45 For even the Son of Man did not come to 

be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.  

We can serve others well when we actively decide to take on the role of a servant.  

When we study the life of Jesus, we find countless examples where he took on the 

role of the servant. From choosing to wash the feet of his disciples to the very 

decision of coming to earth and living as an ordinary human, Christ continually 

humbled himself for the sake of others and switched places with people in the 

lowliest of positions. 
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Itôs easy to unconsciously view ourselves as the saviors of those that we serve. But, 

to truly model service after Jesus, we really have to believe that, in Godôs 

eyes, everyone else in the room is just as important as us. By positioning ourselves 

in this way, we force ourselves to leave our personal agenda behind and elevate the 

importance of each person we are serving. Changing our position naturally leads to 

doing more to dignify those we serve and puts us a lot more in line with the 

example of Jesus. 

If we seek to serve others well, the best thing we can do is take the time to get to 

know people and honor them with a listening ear. If we skip this step, we make it a 

lot more about the good feeling we get from helping than we do about actually 

serving someone else. Believe the simple act of listening is a powerful way to 

serve. 

When we listen to others, their needs might surprise us. By simply making the 

statement, ñLet me know how I can help,ò weôre opening ourselves up to a world 

of needs, not just the ones that are convenient or fit nicely into the time weôve 

allotted to help. This often requires us to drop our own agendas, and it may cause 

us to serve in ways that stretch us beyond simply where we see ourselves ñgifted.ò 

When we seek to serve others in light of how Christ served us, we can take comfort 

in knowing we are rarely the whole solution, that we may be one small part of a 

much grander plan, and thatôs okay. 

God is the one who will bring true change to people's lives and circumstances. It is 

our job to love people where theyôre at. But this is not an excuse to wait for 

someone else to step in and help. The realization that weôre not the whole solution 

should give us the freedom to share our time and attention without fear.

His example of 

going the extra mile, even when itôs inconvenient, is something we still can still 

choose to live by.

No matter where we are in life, the Lord is our light and our strength. He watches 

over us and stands by our side. The powerful lyrics of 'Be Thou My Vision' are the 

perfect reminder of His love and presence. This 8th century Irish hymn is still 

relevant today and the story behind the song is amazing. What a beautiful hymn to 

lift our voices and sing praises to His name. 

"Be Thou My Vision" is an 8th century Irish hymn that was translated by Eleanor 

Hull in 1912. Today the hymn is sung to the Irish folk tune "Slane". This song is 

rooted in medieval Celtic Christianity and has grown in popularity due to many 

Christian artists covering the hymn on recent albums. It is believed that the original 

poem may have been written by an Irish saint who experienced blindness later in 

life.
